The Night in Front of the Forests (Bernard Marie Koltes), Oblivion (Joel Jouanneau, Enzo 

Corman, Eugene Durif, Eric- Emmanuel Schmitt), The Round of Pleasure (Werner Schwab), 

Gavara (Nihat Genç) , TOL (Murat Uyurkulak),  At the Doors of Europe (a co-production of 

Spain, Portugal and Turkey, she toured in whole Spain and also in Germany), Waiting (Birgul
